Rules & Regulations 
 
1. Please mail or drop your entry at Circle S 

Western Emporium, 400 W Pine (546-8304) 
or Southwestern NM On-Line, 202 S. Dia-
mond (544-0469), Deming, NM  88030. 

2. All pre-submitted entries (by August 27tht) 
will receive an entry packet at the parade sign-
in table that will include duck race goodies, 
tickets, map, and parade information. 

3. Parade will begin promptly at 10 am at Voiers 
“Pit” Park 

4. Line up will begin at 8 am at the Special 
Events Center (Mimbres Valley Learning 
Center).  Please pick up your packet, number 
and decorate if needed in the parking lot be-
fore lining up. 

5. Please consider your float decorations for 
driving through town with a 12 foot height 
restriction 

6. Any moving vehicle will be able to have fly-
ers, candy, etc. with some HANDING out the 
material.  The throwing/tossing of material 
from parade entries to the crowd on the 
sidelines is prohibited. 

7. The parade will disband at Cody and Dia-
mond.  Please disassemble as not to block the 
natural flow of traffic or create a traffic haz-
ard. 

8. Insurance and liability are the sole responsibil-
ity of participants. 

9. The use of squirt guns, silly string or other 
items potentially dangerous to spectators is 
strictly forbidden.

PARADE DAY 
1.    Staging Area begins at the Special Events Cen-

ter (Mimbres Valley Learning Center). Parade 
will form on Cedar Annex. 

2. Bring ALL parade entries to line up at the 
Special Events Center.  

3. The Cedar Annex St will, for that morning, be-
come a one-way street. Traffic Flow will be east 
to west. 

4.    DESIGNATE ONLY ONE person to pick up the 
entry number from sign in table. 

5.    Parade Check-in will begin at 8:00 a.m. and 
end promptly at 9:30 a.m.  NO LATE EN-
TRIES WILL BE ALLOWED after 9:30 a.m. 

6.    We will move the parade up to Pine to begin 
promptly at 10:00 a.m. 

7.    Your driving pace will be NO more than a car 
length, please avoid large gaps or sudden stops. 
You are only expected to stop in front of the 
Judges table for no more than 3 minutes. 

8. Parade results will be available at the T-Shirt 
Booth AFTER 3:00 pm on Saturday.                           

9. Judging will be at Wells Fargo Bank. 
 
We ask that ALL participants have patience and 
abide by the rules. We continue to think of the 
safety of all participants and it is important that 
you and all of your float participants do the same. 
 
Thank you for your cooperation and participation.  
 
 
Parade route will be the same as last year. Stag-
ing area at the Special Events Center, parade will 
commence at Cedar Annex and Pine, travel west 
to Gold, then south on Gold to Cody and dis-
perse at Cody and Diamond. There is ample 
room to unload float participants near the south 
side of the National Guard Armory, use this as a 
drop off/pick up site.
